January 2004

Rumors and talking about 

others in a negative way, too often, becomes a way of life. Why do 

3% to 5% of our brother Knights make life miserable for others. 

Why do 95% to 97% of our brother Knights allow a few Knights to 

rule over us, to have power over us, to give us grey hair? Why? 

Because we need more love, have more love, sharing our love 

openly. Be like the early Christians – see how they love one an-

other.   

 

   We have to love – to love is here. Let us be brave. Let us be 

strong. Let us begin the new year by having a greater love for each 

other. We all need to love. We all need to be loved. Just love one 

another and live out the joyful message and first just agree commit-

ment to love.
